For Program Year (PY) 2017, the Office of Community Development (OCD) expects to distribute approximately $20
million of state-administered Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) Program funds to eligible communities
through the Community Development Program. The Community Development Program includes 50 percent for
Community Development Allocation grant activities and 50 percent for competitive set-aside activities through the
Neighborhood Revitalization and Downtown Revitalization programs, and open-cycle Critical Infrastructure
program.

OCD will distribute the PY 2017 CDBG Community Development Allocation grant amount notifications on or about
April 1, 2017. Each eligible community will receive a minimum $150,000 biennial allocation. Funding allocations for
eligible communities are determined as follows:

Development Allocation grant and not be considered for competitive set-aside funding.
